The Conquest 
c.1400-1350BC 

S God allows man to delay His 

plans 40 years 

S “I am with you” – Joshua 1:9 

S God is relational 

S Jericho – the war is a partnership 

S God still wants man to subdue 

the earth 



The Judges 
c.1350-1050BC 

S Everyone did what was 

right in his own eyes… 

S Cycle of  rebellion, 

cries & a saviour 

S God gives His Spirit to 

transform men 

S God allows more delay

The Kingdom – Split! 
930BC 

S Caused by idolatry 

S God raises up whom He 
pleases 

S Rehoboam clung to power 
& growth 

S Wisdom is recognising the 
season 



Two Kingdoms Decline 
970-586BC 

S God speaks through His 

prophets 

S When man listens he prospers 

S God does nothing unless He 

reveals it to His prophets – 

Amos 3:7 

 



The Prophets 

S God is relational 

S Not declaring what 

will happen… 

S But what will happen 

if we don’t change 

S Jonah 



The Prophets could see… 

S Israel’s failure & exile 

S God’s grace 

S God coming to save 

S Man’s need of  His 

Spirit 



Exile 
722 & 586BC 

S God’s patience does eventually run out 



Summary 

S God revealed Himself  over time 

S He began by revealing His faithfulness and 

heart to bless the world 

S He allows man to affect His plans 

S He is in charge but not in control 



Summary 

S His sovereignty is worked out relationally 

S Israel struggled to partner faithfully 

S God continued to bless
